LANSCAPING SERVICES AT GILLETTE MANOR

The Sayreville Housing for Seniors Corporation (SHSC) is accepting proposals for landscaping services at Gillette Manor, 650 Washington Road, Sayreville, NJ.  The contractor shall provide all labor, materials and equipment as necessary.

SCOPE OF WORK/SPECIFICATIONS


The work involved in the contract includes the cutting and trimming of grass, weed control, raking, removal of seasonal leaves, the application of fertilizer and the planting of seasonal annuals.  Approximate dates are:  Spring cutting shall begin April 1st.  Fall cutting ends November 30th.  This is a one (1) year agreement commencing April 1, 2026 through November 30, 2026 with the option to renew for two additional years at the same prices.


The contractor will be required to provide grass cutting services at the facility once every seven (7) days or once per week as required.  In general, grass shall be cut when it exceeds the height of three (3) inches.  A minimum cutting height on one and one-half inches is recommended.


Prior to proceeding with any grass cutting work, the contractor will be required to have all debris removed from the grass area to be mowed.  This clean-up is to consist of the removal of all debris, trash, limbs, etc., and any and all material foreign to the natural vegetation.


Special care should be taken to avoid throwing grass clippings on building walls and on any automobiles parked in designated parking areas, and instead directing grass clippings into mulched shrub beds.


Upon completion of the grass cutting, trimming and edging work, the contractor will be required to sweep and remove all grass clippings from sidewalks, driveways and roadway areas.  The facility shall be left in a neat and presentable condition.

The following shall be included in the base price:

1. Basic weekly services which include normal site clean-up, cutting of grass, edging of all walkways, trimming around all trees, fences, etc.

2. One spring and one fall clean-up (leaves, twigs, etc.).

3. Pruning of shrubs and normal low tree branches (once per year).

4. Weekly weed control.

5. Summer fertilizer.

6. Fall/winter fertilizer.

7. Insect control.

8. Fertilizing to include all trees, shrubs, plantings, etc.

9. Spring and fall flower plantings.

Additional services that may be considered and listed as separate line items are as follows:
1. Mulch around trees and flower beds – cost per yard

2. Spot seeding or reseeding which may include hydro-seeding.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall maintain liability, automobile and workers’ compensation insurance as follows.  A Certificate of Insurance will be required upon acceptance of the successful proposal.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance

The minimum limits of liability for this insurance shall be $500,000 combined single limit of liability for bodily injury or property damage.  The coverage to be provided under this policy shall be at least as broad as the standard basic un-amended and unendorsed comprehensive general liability policy.

Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance

The Comprehensive Automobile Liability Policy shall cover owned, non-owned and hired vehicles with a $500,000 combined single limit of liability for bodily injury or property damage.

Worker’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance
Worker’s Compensation Insurance shall be provided in accordance with the requirements of the laws of the State of New Jersey and shall include an all states endorsement to extend coverage to any state that may be interpreted to have legal jurisdiction.  Employers’ Liability Insurance shall be provided with a limit of liability of not less than $100,000 for each accident.


Satisfactory evidence of all required insurance coverage shall be forwarded to the Owner for approval before the contract is executed by the Owner and certified copies of insurance policies shall be furnished to the Owner promptly thereafter.  Neither approval by the Owner nor a failure to disapprove insurance furnished by the Contractor shall release the Contractor of full responsibility for liability, damages and accidents as set forth herein.


All policies required under this contract shall be maintained in force until completion of the work and shall include endorsement requiring thirty days prior written notice to the Owner before any change or cancellation is made effective.


The Contractor assumes full responsibility for the equipment employed in the prosecution of the landscaping work hereunder and agrees to make no claims against the Owner for damages to such equipment from any claims whatsoever.


The Contractor shall be responsible for any damage to property known as Gillette Manor or privately owned vehicles parked in the facility caused by his negligence in the performance of work under this contract, including, but not limited to, light standards, signs, curbs and all other structures.


In the event of such damage, the Owner reserves the right to immediately effect both temporary and permanent repairs at the expense of the Contractor, and the Contractor hereby agrees that in such event the Owner may deduct the cost of such repairs and related expenses incurred by the Owner from any monies due to the Contractor under this contract.
